CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 

 
1. This is an Open Exhibition. 

 

2. The author whose name must be on the print/digital image must have made the original exposure. 

Any modification must have been made under the personal direction of the author. Copyright of all 

entries must be at the disposal of the author. Permission to reproduce accepted images in the 

Exhibition Catalogue is assumed unless otherwise indicated (no fee will be payable). Copyright 

remains with the author. 

 

3. Prints or digital images accepted at a previous South Birmingham PS Open Exhibition are NOT 

eligible for entry. DO NOT enter identical or near identical work in more than one section. 

 

4. The selectors will see all entries. South Birmingham PS reserves the right not to accept an entry for 

whatever reason they feel is justified. All entrants will receive notification of selectors’ decisions, 

(PLEASE INCLUDE A STAMPED, SELF-ADDRESSED ENVELOPE).  A copy of the 

Exhibition catalogue will be sent to all entrants. 

 

5. PRINTS  There are three sections: MONOCHROME, COLOUR & NATURE. Prints should be 

mounted, mounts not exceeding 20” x 16” overall and bear the name of the Author, Print title and 

Photographic Society (where applicable) as shown on the entry form.  

 

6. DIGITAL PROJECTED IMAGES The image must be named as follows on the media: ’IMAGE 

TITLE (in UPPER CASE) by (must be in lower case) Your Name (Combination of UPPER and lower 

Cases, using one space between each word, but please keep your name exactly the same for all the 

images submitted by one person, i.e. don’t include middle names on some titles but not on others). So 

for example  <<THE CHEMIST SHOP by Fred Boots.jpg>>    The image sides need to be 1024 wide 

by 768 high. Any image that is larger will not be displayed as the author intended. Images may be 

submitted on a CD-R and will not be returned unless requested by the author who has included 

postage. Unreturned CD’s will be destroyed. 

 

7. The name honours and Photographic Society supplied on the entry form will be those printed in the 

catalogue. 

 

8. The entry fee is £1 per Print or DPI with a minimum of £4 entry fee. Any number of entries may be 

submitted in any of the four sections. A Club entry covering more than one author is acceptable.  

Photocopies of the entry form are acceptable. Please make cheques payable to “South Birmingham 

PS” Entries without fees will not be judged and will only be returned on receipt of the current return 

postage. 

 

9. Entries may be collected either; at the end of the Exhibition evening; or by post, PLEASE NOTE 

return postage must be included with the entry fee; or by arrangement. Whilst exceptional care will be 

taken of all entries the Society is unable to accept responsibility for loss or damage to work 

submitted; packaging should be adequate for delivery and return.
